We have a number of new families joining us at Covenant this term, both in the 
Junior and Secondary school and hope that each one settles in quickly.  

In the holidays I had the privilege of teaching a group of teachers in Melbourne in 
a Biblical Foundations Course for the National Institute of Christian Education. At 
that gathering, Mike Goheen of Trinity Western University (Vancouver, Canada) 
spoke of an event where an academic addressed a group of graduate students. 
The speaker began with “The only thing that matters is the Kingdom”. He then 
paused and looked carefully at his audience. He then went on and added “and 
because of this, everything else matters”. What he was saying ought to be 
profoundly true for the Christian community. By this I mean that the Christian 
community ought to allow the Gospel event and its implications to impact on the 
way which we look at, and engage in, every area of life. It is a lifelong task, 
particularly when we are constantly told by the prevailing culture that matters of 
faith have no place in the common marketplace of ideas, that faith is only a matter 
of personal and private piety.  

I also had the privilege to visit the students and staff from Covenant who spent 
time with the aboriginal community at Yarrabah late last term. The students 
sought to be faithful in the way in which they related to that community. They 
learnt that service to others is a satisfying and energising way to live. As a result of 
the trip, five children from the community will spend a week attending Covenant 
Christian School in November. I would encourage you to look at the short video 
on the school’s website about the Yarrabah trip. 

On Friday morning we have Hope 103.2 broadcasting from the school beginning 
at 6.00am. It is a great opportunity to showcase our school. I hope you can join us 
in this great event.

2009 Mission Report 
On Wednesday 8 July, 27 students from Years 10 and 11, six teachers and two Bible 
Society Youth workers met at Sydney airport at 6.30am to fly to Cairns. It was 
raining and cold in Sydney and we arrived in Cairns to a warm, sunny 26o day – 
very nice! We travelled to the Aboriginal community of Yarrabah that night to join 
with the church in fellowship and to meet the children. 
Over the next four days we ran a Kidsgames program each day in Yarrabah where 
we played games, performed dramas about David and Jesus, and shared about 
God with the children. Over the week many children came along and some became 
Christians, but all of them should have gone away knowing they were loved – by 
God and by Covenant. 
During our time there, we were able to see some traditional Aboriginal dances and 
we joined with the church in Yarrabah for an amazing time of fellowship and 
worship on Sunday night. It was a special experience of oneness with God and each 
other. It was hard – as always – to say goodbye to new and old friends. 
On our last day in Cairns we went by boat to Green Island where many of us 
snorkelled and saw some great underwater creations of God. 
The students are to be complimented and congratulated on a job well done and for 
so willingly and readily serving God and the Yarrabah community. Well done 
especially to those students who shared their testimonies both in Kidsgames and in 
fellowship times. 
Thank you to the parents who lent their children to us for the whole mission 
process and to those who helped with transport, sausage sizzles, the trivia night 
and in many other ways. Thanks to everyone who prayed for us and helped raise 
money and supported us in any way. Special thanks to Year 4 also, for letting us 
practice some of the program on them. 
Thank you to all the teachers involved, especially Mr Monin for putting it all together, along with Karen (and Mark) from 
the Bible Society. It was another successful and unforgettable mission. Praise God for all He did and will continue to do!
