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From the School Chaplain

For the third year running, I am looking after the 40 hour famine at our school, a
yearly event by World Vision. Each time it is on I am so encouraged by the passion,
enthusiasm and willingness of our students to be involved, either by participating
or sponsoring someone. Most days at recess and lunch I have been inundated with
students, especially in Junior school, wanting to get a booklet and asking lots of
questions such as “Can I go without more than one thing?” “Can I please go
without food for 40 hours?” (for Junior school children the answer is NO, only 8
hours), “Can I do the famine more than once?” and so on. I love seeing smiles on
their faces when they realise how much of a difference they can make in another
child’s life (it only costs $8 to feed a child for one month). I love seeing their spirit of
giving and generosity and how they come to more of an appreciation of how much
they do have. I admire those students who, despite going through difficulties of
their own, still want to reach out and make a difference for others. It is a wonderful
privilege being able to organise this.

I believe Covenant’s desire to give, in so many different ways, is a reflection of how
much our God blesses us and has given us. I also believe it is a reflection of how
you as parents are raising your children; to think of others, to take a stand against
so much injustice and that a difference can be made.
