From the Principal

Term 3 is always a very busy one at Covenant Christian School. The Year 12
students have been sitting for their HSC trial exams, and some students are
finalising major projects. The school is gearing up for its inspection visit from the
Board of Studies. This is a major event in the life of the school that occurs once
every five years where Board Inspectors spend two days examining many aspects
of the school’s life. This only occurs in non-government schools and it is an
opportunity to show them our distinctively Christian nature.

Last week I had the opportunity to meet with Dr Joseph D’Souza, a prominent
churchman from India whose primary focus is his work amongst the Dalit people,
the lowest caste in Indian society. According to Dr D’Souza, whilst the caste
system is not officially recognised in India as a legitimate social structure, it still
dominates the way of life in India. As a way of working with the 250 million
Dalits, they are starting Christian schools. Currently there are 80 schools, with
another 10 schools planned for 2010. These schools receive no funding from the
Indian government, and the Dalit people generally are very poor, making it a
challenge to start and sustain these schools. Whilst this should make us thankful
for our relative wealth and freedom, it should also help us to look outside of
ourselves and to seek to serve those who are poor and oppressed. It is over-
whelming that Dr D’Souza has approached the Australian Christian schooling
movement to help them in this task.

On Thursday I had the privilege to visit the Year 7/8 Art camp held in conjunction
with Tyndale Christian School. It was great to see how well the students focused
on the tasks they were given, and the way in which they related with the students
from Tyndale. Special thanks also go to Mrs Marojevic, a mother from Covenant
and an accomplished artist. She did a fantastic job with the groups of students
during the camp, and the students benefited greatly from her expertise. There are
three more significant enrichment activities this term, including Maths Camp,
Cartooning Camps and Writers Workshop. I would encourage you to apply soon
as most of these events are open to other CEN schools.

As usual, competition was fierce between the best from all Christian schools in NSW. The Covenant students competed
well and achieved some pleasing results. Most came in the top half of competitors for their events. Earning 4t place — and
only just missing out on going to CIS—were the Senior Girls Relay team, Annaliese Macdonald (High Jump), Katarina
Marojevic (High Jump) and Zac Randolph (800m).

Our best results were from Zac Randolph — 3 overall in the 400m, Hayden Tucker — 34 in 200m, Braden King — 3 in
Discus and 1% in Turbo Javelin, and Cooper Bennison — 1% overall in the 100m, the 200m and the 400m — well done! Braden,
Hayden and Cooper will go on to compete in the Combined Independent Schools Championships in September.
Unfortunately, the 400m event is not run at CIS level. Congratulations to these boys!

With Cooper’s amazing results in his three events, he was also awarded 11 year Boy State Age Champion —a wonderful

achievement!
Well done to all of the students who competed —it’s a great achievement to be one of the best in the State.
Our zone again came first, so as a team we performed extremely well.

Thank you to the parents who helped with transport and came along to cheer, and a huge thank you to Janessa Post and
Hannah Shepherd (Year 9) who were wonderful, responsible helpers for the day.
