“On Thursday mornings 6D goes and plays for half an hour with the Transition 
kids. We get matched up with a buddy, a different one each week, and we do 
activities. The first week we did wheelbarrow races and we played with the hoola 
hoops. Last week we did relays up and down Little England. Once we played 
Overs and Unders. That was really funny because sometimes the kids lose 
concentration and we need to keep them on the job. I like it because we get to 
experience something that we don’t do everyday. I think it is good for the little 
kids because they get to practise their motor skills (not driving  - exercise).”

“On Tuesdays after recess, 5C go and help the Kindy’s on the computers. We help 
them log on and put them into the right program. They have an exercise to 
complete and we help them by telling them what to do. The first time we did it for 
them, but now we just explain it to them. Their progress slowly grows because 
they don’t need as much help as at first. I like it because they are really cute and it 
is good to see their progress over time. I think it is good for us because we learn 
how to work with little kids and it tests our patience because they sometimes get 
upset with us if we tell them the wrong thing. It’s funny!  I think it is satisfying to 
help people learn new things. I think it would be ok working with kids one day.”

Here is one example …‘tutors quickly develop dramatic modulations and 
inflections in their oral reading ability.  They also learn to use other vocal qualities 
to sustain their young readers' interest, such as pronouncing individual words 
with wide-ranging pitches, using variant paces, and creating distinct voices to 
depict each character in a story.’ (Block 1998)

computers or play,  we hope that our students will experience the incredible joy it 
is to observe genuine progress or to be part of that special moment when the 
penny drops.

Beautiful weather greeted Covenant’s athletes at both the CSSA North 
Metropolitan Zone Athletics Carnival and the CSSA State Carnival. In these 
beautiful conditions, our athletes were able to produce some wonderful 
performances. 

One of the highlights of any carnival are the relays and at the zone carnival this 
was again the case. It’s always great to see students/competitors pull together in a 
team environment to perform at a high level, and to have four teams come first 
and others place second or third! 

In individual events, Covenant also excelled and this resulted in us having our 
largest number of students (31 in total) qualifying for the CSSA State Carnival. In 
fact, we had students qualify to compete in every different discipline across the 
different age groups. Covenant also had two Zone age champions – Luke Curnow (17yrs boys) and Kingsley Poon (12yrs 
boys). Congratulations to both boys for producing such consistent performances! 

At the CSSA State Carnival, each of the relay teams continued their dominance, with the 15 years girls, 16 years boys and 
17 years boys each winning their respective races. Our individuals also participated at a high level with a number of 
students producing personal bests, some finishing in the top five and six students, qualifying for the Combined 
Independent Schools Carnival later in September. 

One of the really encouraging things at both these carnivals was the way that our students of different ages all supported 
and encouraged one another throughout both carnivals.
