Primary school teachers, a collective of whom I am a part, know really essential 

things like … what an Ezra Pound couplet is. We are actually very, very handy to 

have hanging around on your table at trivia nights - especially when this question 

comes up. (I really should be knocking back offers.) An Ezra Pound couplet, in 

case you didn’t know, consists of two lines of verse approximately the same 

length. This poem should express a metaphor, eg A rat running in the sewers – A 
human walking to work. So, to show that I am more than just handy at trivia, I 

thought I might have a go at an Ezra Pound couplet. Halloween kids in the street – 
Cane toads on the march. Not really sure what the connection is ...  perhaps the 

quantity, the threat, the inevitability or the mass invasiveness? 

Christian parents are fairly cautious about participating in Halloween events due 

to its association with pagan culture. According to Wikipedia, Halloween has 

origins in the ancient Celtic festival known as Samhain or "summer's end". The 

Celts believed that the border between this world and the Otherworld became thin 

on Samhain, allowing spirits, both harmless and harmful, to pass through. The 

need to ward off harmful spirits led to the wearing of costumes and masks. The 

idea then is to disguise oneself as a harmful spirit and thus avoid harm.  

Kids have a different perspective! Their primary motivation is fun, food and 

friends for the most part … and Halloween has these in abundance. Who cares 

where it comes from? If it wasn’t for their stodgy parents, every Friday would be 

Halloween. Parents who have grown up with Halloween fun in their DNA are 

much more likely to have an adult version of the kid-view. Harold Myra, in his 

children’s book, Halloween, Is It For Real, supports celebrating Halloween but for a 

different reason. He notes that there is a great opportunity for Christian parents to 

teach their children to celebrate God’s victory over evil and evil spirits.  

Observe what the apostle Paul does when faced with a world of pagan idolatry in 

Athens. (Acts 17). 17 So he reasoned in the synagogue with the Jews and the God-fearing 
Greeks as well as in the market place day by day with those who happened to be there. 

Paul does three things. Firstly, he connects with them – he mixes with them in the 

churches, down at Woollies. He is willing to pit the gospel with anyone, 

anywhere. Secondly, he reasons – his tone is not one of combat. He is not 

aggressive, in spite of the strength of his distress. He is not arrogant, in spite of the 

quality of his arguments but presents the gospel in a way that resonates with 

thoughtful modern men and women gaining a hearing for the gospel by the 

reasonableness of its presentation. Thirdly, he engages – he speaks their language. 
22 Paul then stood up in the meeting of the Areopagus and said: "Men of Athens! (he is 
courteous) I see that in every way you are very religious (he is complimentary) 23For as I 
walked around and looked carefully at your objects of worship (he shows awareness), I even 
found an altar with this inscription: TO AN UNKNOWN GOD (he is curious), Now 
what you worship as something unknown I am going to proclaim to you…  

Paul finds the place where his message and their culture intersect - an unknown 

God … in spite of my cane toad prejudices, I wonder if I should, too.
