At Covenant we do not have the traditional Prefect system common in some 

schools, where senior students are involved in monitoring and even disciplining 

younger students. In both the Junior and Secondary sections of the school, there is 

a Student Council with elected members. 

Last term at our final assembly for Year 12, the new School Captains for 2009-2010 

were presented with their badges. There are photos of this on the website (see 

http://www.covenant.nsw.edu.au/_webapp_257532/Farewell_Year_12_2009), but 

generally we also announce this in the newsletter. We look forward to Elisa 

Dykman and Mickey Chung being great School Captains, ably supported by Leah 

Marojevic  and Daniel Robinson  as Vice Captains. Other Year 12 2010 members of 

the Student Council are Jack Gilbert, Luke Curnow, Emily McGowan and Hayley 

Stockini. These students will work together to raise money, suggest improvements, 

run assemblies and represent the school at various engagements, assisted by the 

students from  the younger years. Please pray for them as they undertake these 

leadership positions. 

This term we will be electing and training both the Bus Supervisors and the House 

Captains for the next 12 months. These students also have leadership roles in 

assisting with safety on the buses to and from school, and in sporting and other 

areas. It is encouraging to see students stepping up to take responsibility and care 

for younger students. 

It is also exciting to see many students really embracing the concept of the vertical 

role system which has been introduced in Secondary school this year. Younger 

students have been encouraging and praying for older students as they sit exams, 

while senior students have often been great role models for the younger ones. This 

is a structure that should reap even greater benefits as it enters its second year. 

Australia has very high rates of skin cancers. While most responsibility for skin 

protection starts at home, we insist that students wear a cap or hat in the Junior 

school all year, and the Secondary school in the summer terms. Secondary students 

have been given reminders and warnings about the need to wear a hat at recess 

and lunch time and have been receiving demerits for ignoring this rule. Students 

who refuse to wear hats are being disobedient and, as well as a demerit,  a note will 

be coming home so that parents are aware of the situation. Please support the 

school by ensuring your child has a school cap or hat and encourage them to wear 

it. We are working on providing more shade, too, and new seats on the oval edges 

are in shady areas. 

Finally , several of our staff are visiting smaller Christian schools this term to 

encourage and assist them. Mr Pete Muddle is currently at Heritage Christian 

School working with the  Maths  teacher, and Mr Thornton, Mrs Holmes and Mrs 

Broady will be going to Deniliquin Christian School in a couple of weeks to 

provide practical lessons for the students. We are thankful for the privileges we 

have here at Covenant and it is good to be able to assist other schools.
